	Difficulty reading
	· Partner with a child who can read key information to them.
· Reduce written information to key words
· Use ICT to support - read aloud word documents
· Work in a smaller group with a TA.

	Insecure fact knowledge - number bonds, times tables
	· Retrieval practice as a lesson starter
· Additional use of TTRS and Numbots


	Needing extra time to process
questions
	· Always allow for plenty of thinking/talking/practise time before asking children to comment or do.
· Pre -Teach
· Use dual coding (visual + verbal) to support

	Sequential procedures
	· Give success criteria - written or visual - to remind children what to do next.
· Use task ladder to remind children of steps

	Loss of concentration on a difficult task
	· Encourage use of manipulatives to solve a problem.
· Time is given to implement strategies to gain procedural knowledge using success criteria.
· Chunk activities with movement breaks
· Scaffolds provided to support - success criteria, access to CT/TA.
